Some of the most memorable performances took place in the likes of Benicasim festival, 3 tours with Flogging Molly in the US, multiple and frenzied appearances in SxSW, Electric Picnic, Reading and Leeds festival, Oxygen festival, and many boozey Irish gigs. 

Brand New Mighty Stef Album “TMS and the Baptists” is released January, 14th over mainland Europe, followed by a tour through Germany and Scandinavia in February.
